Look
for opportunities to affirm your faith in and love for
Christ to those around you. Keep on announcing His
coming!

How are feeling today? As the Christmas season draws
to a close, review the qualities God looks for in His
messengers—in you and me. As you review the outline
sheet and any notes you made on Sunday, determine to
allow God to continue to develop these qualities in you
so that you can have His blessing on your witness.

Thursday. Down through the years people have added
to, left out, and woven their own ideas into God’s
message of salvation in Jesus Christ.
